Last August, with his dog Bogart in tow, Votruba started visiting college campuses to reach 

students, and he plans to visit 100 campuses each year. The inspiration for his cross-country 

mission came from the September 11 attacks and the Virginia Tech shootings. Votruba’s hope is to 

have young people commit one million acts of kindness in their lifetime. This translates to 50 acts of 

kindness every day for 55 years.  

The idea for Votruba to come to LHS came from a group of local community members who 

are mentors to eight LHS students. This group of students and mentors is planning the entire event, 

and will also be coordinating some activities that are designed to encourage LHS students to 

perform their own acts of kindness. The school is focused on getting many of its students to sign a 

pledge that they will work to achieve that one million mark.
